(d) a vessel monitoring system must be used.

Australia applies the following seabird mitigation measures for vessels consistent with Annex
1 and Annex 2 of CMM 2.04.

For longline fishing Australia prohibits the discharge of biological material during shooting
and hauling and requires all vessels to use bird scaring lines. As Australia has maintained
more than 10% observer coverage level for at least the last five years with a seabird mortality
rate of less than 0.01 birds/1000 hooks, only one mitigation measure is required.

Australian trawl vessels have recorded observed seabird mortality of less than one mortality
per vessel per year, which is below the trigger threshold. There is therefore no requirement
under CM 2.04 to implement further mitigation measures.

Further information on Australia's mitigation measures can be found in Australia's national
report to the SPRFMO Scientific Committee.

Describe how you take into account the vessel and operator compliance history when
considering whether or not to authorise a particular fishing vessel.

To fish in the SPRFMO Area, Australian flagged vessels must hold a High Seas Permit. For
Australia to issue a High Seas Permit, the vessel must be Australian flagged. Compliance
checks are conducted as part of the process of deeming vessels as Australian.

The history of the operator and the vessel, including any IUU listing, is taken into account
when deciding whether or not to authorise a High Seas Permit for a particular fishing vessel.

Describe the measures you have taken to ensure that you are able to take effective
enforcement actions against the owners of vessels flying your flag should the need arise.

For Australian vessels operating in the SPRFMO Area, imposes conditions through High
Seas permits that are consistent with SPRFMO CMMs. Australia enforces these reuiqreents
through a suite of MCS measures including observer coverage, inspections, sufficient
penalties under legislation, warnings, fines and education and outreach.
