The SISESAT, has the task of monitoring fishing vessels in the maritime field, to prevent incursions prohibited or reserved
areas. This monitoring is done by processing satellite information emitted by the beacons installed on each ship, sent
via satellite services authorized companies. The responsibility of this system is the Technology for Monitoring Direction,
General Direction of Supervision and Control, Office Viceministerial of Fisheries. Note that in recent years has built a
modern software for satellite tracking pursuant to the regulations of Sisesat approved by Supreme Decree No. 001-2014-
PRODUCE, which presents new technical specifications for equipment satellite tracking, for messages alerts, latency of
emissions, means of transmission, reception and data security, the technical specifications of satellite communication
service, increased direct emission of signals every sixty (60) minutes every thirty (30) minutes, and delayed transmission
of the position information of ten {10) minutes.

The withdrew of DAMANZAIHAO authorization to fish in the SPRFMO.,
Penalty fee to the shipowner Sustainable Fishing Resources SAC for a total amount of USS 6.7 million due to the
following events: '

b) The various unauthorized fishing activities, including transfers between June 10 and August 13 involving
DAMANZAIHAO and 5 others Peruvian flag vessels also owned by Sustainable Fishing Resources SAC {penalty
fee of USS 5,879,286 and the immobilization of DAMANZAIHAO).

In the framework of conservation and management measures of the SPRFMO, the Peru created the "Register of Fishing
Vessels engaged in fishing activities in high seas" by Supreme Decree No. 002-2015-PRODUCE, which entered into force
on March 6, 2015, confirming our commitment as a state to combat illegal fishing.

That rule allows establish measures to authorize, accredit, monitor and control fishing activities of vessels Peruvian
flag in the high seas helping to ensure the orderly development of fisheries based on the application of the principles
of responsible fishing in accordance with national legislation and international law.

For a vessel may enroll in the "Register of Fishing Vessels engaged in fishing activities in high seas" should state that it
has not been sanctioned by performing illegally fishing in the area high seas or violate national or international
conservation and organization established for the respective fishing areas, whose areas correspond to organizations
or relevant regional or subregional arrangements.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the application for registration was associated with a vessel registered previously in
another state or states and the sanctions for breach of international conservation and management is proved, the
applicant shall demonstrate convincingly that has changed ownership or lease thereof, being that the previous owner
has no legal, beneficial or financial interest of the fishing vessel, or control it.

It should be noted that the format was adopted in the same rule, for vessels applying for registration in the "Register
of Fishing Vessels engaged in fishing activities in high seas" where all data specified in Annex 1 of the CMM 4.05 is
required.

Peru is able to take effective actions against the owners of the ships, through application of the Rules of Inspections
and Fisheries and Aquaculture Sanctions (RISPAC) adopted by Supreme Decree No. 016-2007-PRODUCE, which defines
the offenses that could be committed fishing vessels. Peru also, by Supreme Decree No. 002-2015-PRODUCE "Register
of Fishing Vessels engaged in fishing activities in Offshore" has the framework to sanction vessels that violate
international conservation and management measures established by organizations or arrangements regional or
subregional organizations proficient.
